· Select Web Moderator (PW, with approval of EXC, September, 2004)

· Maintain an active, useful website with particular attention given to Societies in developing countries in conjunction with AIM staff handling website on a day-to-day basis.

· Develop means via the website to market IUTOX (PW, February, 2005)

· Develop dedicated site on the IUTOX website with links to other sites (WHO, EU, FDA, EPA, TERA) where risk assessments of chemicals have already been done and sites that give general information about toxicology for the public (CG, PW, January, 2005)
