General Objectives:

Specific Objectives:
1. Work together with the membership committee to establish new IUTOX membership societies from developing countries and help in the organization of national societies
2. Identify  needs and main topics of interest to toxicology societies in developing countries 
3.    Promote and organizein  cooperation with the Career Development Commissioneducation and training activities to improve human resources in toxicology that focus on the regional needs of developing countries
4.    Identify toxicologists in developing countries that do not currently have toxicology societies
5.    Actively participate in the scientific organization of the Congress of Toxicology in Developing Countries

6. Work with selected societies of toxicology in several developing countries to help them develop proposals for the 9th CTDC, 2015
7.    Work together with the Certification and Registration task force to promote the recognition of toxicologists in developing countries

Proposed actions for 2008
1. Organize RASS like course in Brazil (April 2008)
2. Follow-up with the organization of the scientific program of the CTDC (already started in     Montreal) in South Africa.
3. Identify, with the Certification and Registration Task Force, one developing country interested in applying the concepts developed by the Task Force for the recognition of toxicologists

4. Identify in the African continent (north and central Africa)  countries that could develop   toxicology societies (assistance from George Corcoran and Edmond Creppy is underway).
