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Plans for 2007- 2010:
The overall aim of this commission is to support and extend the educational objectives of IUTOX. Education is at the heart of the IUTOX mission to foster international scientific cooperation among toxicologists and to promote global acquisition, dissemination and utilization of knowledge in the science of toxicology as well as to ensure continued training and development of toxicologists world wide. Hence the aims of the commission are to:
1. Promote educational and career development opportunities for toxicologists worldwide

2. Provide Continuing Education programs to National Societies in developing Countries and International collaborators

3. To raise and provide funds and resources for education and career development

Historically, three types of educational activities have been successfully implemented including:

1. Supporting Courses and Lectures in Developing Countries

2. Supporting the Risk Assessment Summer School (RASS) and 
3. Supporting Continuing Educational activities at the ICT and CTDC meetings (IUTOX History, 1977-2007).  
It is the intent of our 2007-2010 Commission to continue to support for these activities and to work on an overall strategy to expand and increase support for these worthwhile educational and training activities while also clarifying procedures and guidelines to submit new educational support requests.
This commission will support the IUTOX General Tasks delineated in the 2007-2010 strategic plan by working to ensure continued support for successful activities such as RASS (Specific task 3), preparing guidelines for educational activities (Specific task 7) and facilitating young scientist interactions at ICT, CTDC, and other IUTOX supported activities (Specific task 9).
Report of Activities of the IUTOX Education and Career Development Commission (Oct. 2007- Feb. 2008)
Supporting International Educational Activities
A. The Commission members reviewed and recommended for funding applicants for the ICT AstraZeneca Traveling Fellowship for the 2008 Society of Toxicology meeting (Barros, Faustman, Hales, and Iscan)
B. Dr. Barros developed and proposed a Regional Summer School for Brazil 2008 which has built upon the success of the International Risk Assessment Summer School program developed by T. Malmfors.  She has been very active in soliciting widespread financial support for this program.
C. Dr.  Faustman developed with encouragement from IUTOX Executive Committee a proposal for requesting support of IUTOX activities from OPCW.  This proposal requested support for regional and international Risk Assessment Summer School activities.
