General Objectives
Keep increasing the number of member societies by recruiting toxicological societies and considering application for IUTOX membership: see, new action plan of March 2008. 
2007 Activities
A.  In 2007, we accepted following new member societies: 

· Austrian Society of Toxicology: approved by EC – succeeded
· Czech, Slovak, Ukraine: No response from Czech and Slovak; from Ukraine, no response to our e-mail communication

· Portuguese Society of Pharmacology: approved by EC - succeeded

· Romanian and Macedonian: no response from Romanian or Macedonian

· Cuban Society: approved by EC, succeeded 

· The Academy of Toxicological Sciences:  succeeded
· Kazakh Society: all local official actions were completed and approved to join IUTOX
B.  Encouraged toxicologists to consider establishment of new toxicological societies in countries that do not have such societies: Search countries that do not have toxicological societies within a couple of years. 

2. Specific Objectives for 2007-2010

· Promote at least 3 existing national toxicological societies to join as new IUTOX member societies. 

· Distribute the General Objectives of IUTOX to international sister societies such as ICEM, IPA, etc. and encourage them to join as new IUTOX umbrella society. 

· Increase communication with existing IUTOX member societies to search for potential new candidates in neighboring countries. 

3. General Tasks
· Communicate with existing national toxicological societies that are not yet IUTOX members 

· Communicate with toxicologists in countries considering establishment of new national toxicological societies 

· Communicate with existing IUTOX members to introduce the General Objectives of IUTOX to neighboring countries. 
4. Benefit of Membership

Membership committee came into a solution: In order to call for membership society, some benefits of membership should be summarized. 

Followings are possible benefits of the society proposed to the EC meeting: 

· Access to travel fellowship to the ICT: candidates from the membership country can apply to the fellowship upon confirmation of member of each society. 

· Possible waiving of attendee’s fee for the ICT meetings: Attendee from membership country may be able to attend membership society with lesser fee upon a Letter from parent society to confirm membership. [Model case; in the case of EUROTOX, $100 is discounted.]

· Sponsorship of Abstracts: Abstracts from membership countries will be sponsored by promotion committee. 

· Preferred fewer for fellowship: Selected candidate from membership country will be assigned to be fewer fee for attendee. 

· Representation of planning, program committee: IUTOX EC will send a programme committee member to support planning and programming for society of each membership country.    

· Journal access with reduced fee by journal editorial: IUTOX will contact with each journal to waive page charge for selected articles from membership country.     

4. Specific Tasks 2007 - 2010  

· Identify at least 3 national societies that are interested in becoming IUTOX members and assist them in this respect  

· Review applications for IUTOX membership

· Identify toxicologists in at least 3 countries considering establishment of new national toxicological societies

· Contact existing IUTOX members at least one time per year in order to address any organizational needs they may have

Action Plan for 2007-2010 - New member society recruitment program: 

Previous EC assignee vs. candidate society, state of progress. Add more countries by 2008 new EC members. (To be discussed at Seattle EC meeting) 

Currently, invitation letters had been sent to the Uruguayan, Columbian, Czech, Slovak, Romanian, Kazakh and Macedonian societies.  Letters are still to be written to the Belgium, Luxemburg, Georgian, Peruvian and Hong Kong societies.  Other possible candidates include the Bulgarian, Cameroon, and Chilean societies.  EC members should send suggestions for IUTOX membership invitations to Tohru Inoue.
