AGENDA ITEMS

1. Opening of the General Assembly
Dr. Dybing, President of IUTOX, welcomed delegates to the General Assembly.

2. Acceptance of the Agenda
Dr. Karol, Secretary-General of IUTOX, announced that the Minutes of the 2001 General Assembly had been approved and accepted by the Member Societies by email.  

3. Appointment of Scrutineers

Dr. Alan Boobis (EUROTOX) and Dr. Samei Mansour (Egyptian Society of Toxicology) were elected as scrutineers.  (Subsequently, Dr. Mansour’s name was placed on the Nominating Committee ballot and, so as to avoid a potential conflict of interest, he was replaced as a scrutineer by Dr. Kendall Wallace, SOT, USA.)

4. Vote for the 2004 – 2007 Executive Committee

Delegates completed ballots for the Executive Committee.  The ballots were collected and counted by the Scrutineers.  Dr. Sipes described the IUTOX nominating process and asked member societies to develop a process to nominate officer and Nominating Committee candidates in Fall 2006.

5. Election of the Nomination Committee
Dr. Sipes presented a slate of nominees for the Nominating Committee and invited nominations from the floor.  Delegates proceeded to vote for 5 nominees.

6.
Executive Committee Report
Dr. Dybing provided a brief report on the goals and achievements of the Executive Committee during the 2001-2004 term.  Highlights of the term included: growth of the Union with the addition of 5 Societies, the successful 5CTDC in Guilin, China, the awarding of 43 fellowships for ICT X and administration of 3-4 AstraZeneca travel awards to the SOT, USA meeting per year.

Dr. Karol spoke of the communication processes within IUTOX.  Electronic communication is now used almost exclusively.  She noted the restructured web site, with capability to host member society web sites.  She noted the new logo, brochure and booth.

Dr. MacGregor, head of the Education Commission, summarized the activities of the Commission, indicating the success of the RASS program and the Continuing Education program.

Dr. Malmfors, Treasurer of IUTOX, presented a report on the finances of IUTOX and distributed a written report.  The assets of the Union are approximately $400,000 USD.  The use of a money manager was discussed and the new Treasurer will be asked to explore this option.  

The 2001-2003 auditors (H. Temmick and H. Greim) recommended acceptance of the financial statements.  This was moved, seconded and approved.

Drs. Temmick and Fort were elected as 2004-2006 Auditors.  In response to a question, Dr. Malmfors stated that the IUTOX bylaws specified appointment of members as auditors, but did not specify an audit by a CPA firm.  Dr. Dybing asked the General Assembly if, given the significant cost of a CPA audit, the General Assembly felt a professional audit was necessary.  The consensus of the General Assembly was to continue under the current structure.

Dr. Malmfors recommended continuing with a dues structure that uses a multiplier based on number of members in the member society.  For 2004-2006 he proposed rounding the current dues amounts to the following USD amounts: 
200 members or fewer = $160; 
400 or fewer = $320; 
600 or fewer = $800; 
800 or fewer = $1600; and 
1000 or greater = $3200.    
A motion to accept the new dues structure was seconded and approved.  Institutional member dues were set at $1500 USD.

Proposed Amendments to the Statutes and By-laws

Dr. Dybing discussed each of the proposed changes to the Statutes and By-laws.  All changes were approved.  New bylaws are appended to these minutes.  In addition, Dr. Dybing asked the Assembly  recommended a written ballot for approval of the 7CTDC host, in order to allow maximum planning time.  The Assembly approved.

8. Report on ICT-X

Dr. K. Savolainen presented a brief report on ICT-X.  A total of approximately 1400 registrants were expected.

Report on ICT-XI 



Dr. Lillie reported on plans for ICT-XI in Montreal, Canada in July 2007.

10. Presentation to Host ICT-XII

Dr. Dybing reported that the Chinese SOT had withdrawn their bid for ICT-XII.  Dr. Villanova presented the bid from the Spanish Society of Toxicology to host the meeting in Barcelona, 2010.  After the presentation, Dr. Dybing asked the General Assembly for permission to confirm the ICT-XII host by voice vote rather than secret ballot.  This was approved and Barcelona will be the site for ICT-XII.

11. IART Organization and Plans

Dr. Satoh reported on the status of IART.  He stated that both IART and IUTOX had voted to move IART back under the IUTOX umbrella.  Dr. Satoh confirmed that IART participating groups will be asked to join IUTOX as member societies.

6CTDC and Other Plans for the Future of IUTOX.  

Dr. Karakaya reported on 6CTDC plans.  He also described EC plans for the 2004-2007 term.
