Introducing the Iranian Society of Toxicology (IST) 

The Iranian Society of Toxicology (IST) was established in 1990 by pioneer Iranian toxicologists.  The main objectives include advancement of toxicology, scientific contacts between toxicologists and scientific societies, and study of health effects of poisons and chemicals, and advice to the authorities in this respect. 

IST with the help of Iranian medical science universities, has organized seven National and International Congresses and has sent the conclusions to the Iranian authorities for their consideration. IST welcomes new members, even internationally. The current president of IST is Prof. Abdolkarim Pajoumand, MD; the General Secretary is Prof. Mohammad Abdollahi, PharmD, PhD. Most Iranian toxicologists are members of the IST and are primarily pharmacists or physicians with a specialty in toxicology, pharmacology, anesthesiology, pediatrics, or legal medicine. There are very strong departments of toxicology in the departments of pharmacy in the medical universities of Iran that cooperate with IST. These departments usually graduate pharmacists and physicians with a PhD in toxicology. Many successful projects have been accomplished in Iran by cooperation of IST members. Iran has more than 20 active drug and poison information centers and more than 15 active specialty poisoning management centers distributed throughout the country. A recently completed project showed that almost all antidotes and most of faculties necessary for management of poisoning are available in Iran. IST is always ready to contribute in toxicological problems at home and the international level.   
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
