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1. General Objectives : 

1. Keep increase the number of member societies by recruiting toxicological societies considering application for IUTOX membership; see, new action plan of March 2008. 

2. In 2007, we accepted following new member societies: 
Austrian Society of Toxicology: approved by EC – approved by member countries: the 49th member Society

Czech, Slovak, Ukraine: No response from Czech and Slovak; from Ukraine, no response to our our e-mail communication

Portuguese Society of Pharmacology: approved by EC, asking member countries to vote

Romanian and Macedonian: no response from Romanian nor Macedonian

Cuban Society: approved by EC, asking member countries to vote

The Academy of Toxicological Sciences: Apprvd. by EC, asking member countries to vote

Kazakh Society: all local official actions were completed and approved to join IUTOX

2. Communicate with existing IUTOX members to introduce the General Objectives of IUTOX to neighboring countries. 

4. Specific Tasks for 2008-2010  
1. Identify at least 3 national societies that are interested in becoming IUTOX members and assist them in this respect  
2. Review applications for IUTOX membership

3. Identify toxicologists in at least 3 countries considering establishment of new national toxicological societies

4. Contact existing IUTOX members at least one time per year in order to address any organizational needs they may have
5. Action Plan for 2007-2008 - New member society’s recruitment program:
